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The following are selected police related incidents that the Hermantown Police Department has responded to this week.





Disturbance:


Shortly before 3 a.m. on 07/17/16, officers were advised of a disturbance at a residence on Evergreen Lane.  The caller stated that the residents were being very loud and a strong smell of marijuana was coming from the house.  Officers arrived on scene and heard loud music coming from open windows at the house.  Officers could smell marijuana, but no drugs were visible from the doorway and the 22-year-old resident stated they had smoked what they had.  The resident didn't think they were being loud, but agreed to shut the music off and close the windows for the night. 





On 07/20/16, the Holiday Inn Express reported that they have had an issue with two younger males that come to the hotel and eat the breakfast that is put out for paying guests.  The reporting party trespassed the males, who stated that there was no sign saying they couldn't do it.  The reportin party was advised to call 911 in the future for unwanted people.  





Driving While Intoxicated:


On 07/20/16, just before 2 p.m., Officer Jones was monitoring traffic on Stebner Road near Woodridge Drive when he observed a vehicle travel around the barricades into the closed section of roadway.  After performing a traffic stop on the vehicle, he observed signs of intoxication in the 19-year-old driver, who agreed to perform field sobriety testing.  The man's preliminary breath test resulted in a reading of .171% blood alcohol content.  The man admitted to having 4-5 shots the previous night and 4-5 beers that morning.  He was lodged at the St. Louis County Jail for 3rd degree DWI, .08 or more, and for driving around a barricade.  





Miscellaneous:


While driving through the Walmart lot at 12:42 a.m. on 07/18/16, Officer Pfeiffer observed an unoccupied vehicle parked in the lot.  He recognized the vehicle from multiple police contacts and was aware that the 19- and 20-year-old males associated with the vehicle had been trespassed from Walmart property.  The two men then walked out of the store, where one said he had cashed a check.  Both men received citatons for trespassing.





On the evening of 07/20/16, Officer Pernu was advised by Ironwood Michigan police that an ATV had been recovered by their department.  The ATV had been reported stolen by a Hermantown residence in August 2015.  Officer Pernu made contact with the owners and advised them to contact Ironwood police to make arrangements to pick up their ATV.





Quite a few sections of the city were left without power for several days after a powerful storm went through the area overnight on 07/20/16.  Between 07/20 and 07/23, 27 reports were made of power line problems and hazards such as trees down and stoplights out.  








Public Assist:


At approximately 12:30 a.m. on 07/17/16, officers were requested to check the welfare of occupants at a Meadow Parkway address.  Neighbors had not seen the residents for a few days and they were concerned because the apartment lights were on and a stove burner was glowing red.  Due to concerns for the safety of the occupants, officers made entry through a window.  No one was located in the apartment.  





On 07/23/16 at 12:41 a.m., Officer Pernu observed a male in the area of Morris Thomas and Haines Roads.  The 18-year-old said he was at a friend's house nearby, but he didn't want to go to a party, and the friend left him stranded.  Officer Pernu gave him a ride to the mall to pick up his car, where he had left it earlier in the day when he met up with his friend.    





Traffic:


During the week of 07/17/16 - 07/23/16, Hermantown officers performed 85 traffic stops.  Drivers were cited for 44 offenses and warned for 67 offenses.





Accidents:


Officers were advised of eight accidents that occurred in Hermantown during this week.  Three of the drivers involved were cited for inattentive driving and one of those drivers was also cited for failing to obey a traffic control device.  





Theft / Burglary / Shoplifting:


On the morning of 07/18/16, Officer Williams was advised that a construction trailer was broken into over the weekend and tools were taken.  This incident is under investigation.





On 07/18/16, Menards advised officers of two fraudulent transactions that had happened in the store in April.  The total amount of the transactions was $1026.99.





On 07/21/16, a 24-year-old man stated that property had been stolen from a garage on Hanson Road.  He said that there are two garages on the property; one is used by the renters of the property and the other is used by the reporting party and a 29-year-old man.  Two older ATVs had been taken, along with a paintball gun, and two subwoofers. This incident is under investigation.





Shortly before 3 p.m. on 07/22/16, Menards reported two male shoplifters that fled.  Both males were loading items into a cart before one of them concealed the items into a backpack and attempted to leave the store.  The 30-year-old man began throwing items out of the backpack before running out the entrance door.  Officer Jones arrived in the area and observed the man crossing Arrowhead Road toward the cemetery.  Officer Jones made contact with the man, who appeared as if he was going to pass out, as he was sweating profusely and short of breath to the point that he could barely speak.  In addition, it looked as though the man had sustained an ankle injury while running through the woods.  He was issued a citation for theft before being transported to the hospital by an ambulance.  The other suspect was not located at the time.  The value of the items was $494.81.





On 07/22/16 at 4:07 p.m., Walmart reported a female shoplifter that attempted to steal two pairs of a pants and a purse with a total value of $57.83.  When confronted by loss prevention staff, the woman turned the merchandise over and fled in a vehicle with Wisconsin plates.  The woman was identified by Superior Walmart staff.  Officer Pernu was not able to make contact with the 44-year-old suspect at the time, but noted that she had an active St. Louis County warrant for assault.  This incident is under investigation.  
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
