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The following are selected police related incidents that the Hermantown Police Department has responded to this week.





Disturbance:


On 07/25/16 at 9:41 p.m., Officer Williams ran a license plate of a vehicle showing expired May 2016 tabs.  The registration on the plate indicated it was expired as of May 2015.  The 34-year-old male driver stated he had recently purchased the vehicle.  The 28-year-old female passenger told Officer Williams that they were in town helping people cut and move trees after the storm to make some extra money.  Officer Williams determined that there was a valid Order of Protection against the passenger with the driver as the protected party.  The woman was lodged at the St. Louis County Jail for violation of the order.  The man was issued a citation for driving after revocation, failure to transfer the title, and driving an uninsured vehicle.   





On 07/26/16, a 32-year-old Hermantown resident reported a domestic incident that occurred the previous night.  She stated during an argument, her husband had been verbally abusive and had sprayed a pop around the living room before throwing it at a computer.  The report has been forwarded to the prosecuting attorney for review.    





At approximately 8:30 p.m. on 07/30/16, Officer Pernu and assisting officers were advised of an assault at a local hotel.  The 27-year-old victim advised that her boyfriend had been drinking and had hit her outside of the building.  The 52-year-old male denied assaulting the woman, but surveillance video was consistent with the woman's version of events.  The man was lodged at the St. Louis County Jail for charges of domestic assault.  





On 07/30/16 at 9:20 p.m., officers were advised of an assault in the 4500 block of Midway Road.  A 31-year-old woman stated that her husband had been drinking and had shoved her and had thrown her on the bed.  She also stated that he had thrown their young child on the bed, hitting her head on the headboard or wall.  The woman advised that she believed she may have given him a black eye when she swung her arm in an attempt to get him off of her.  The 41-year-old man was lodged at the St. Louis County Jail for domestic assault.  


  


Accidents:


On 07/29/16 at 1:10 p.m., Officers Perich and Jones responded to the area of Arrowhead and Miller Trunk Highway for an accident.  An 83-year-old man had rear-ended the car in front of him, which was driven by a 77-year-old woman.  The woman was taken to the hospital for neck pain from the seat belt.  The man was taken to the hospital for a sore and a diabetic emergency, which appears to be the cause of the accident.  





During the week of 07/24/16 - 07/30/16, officers were advised of 14 accidents in the city, three of which were hit and run accidents.  Out of the remaining 11 accidents, four drivers were cited, all for inattentive driving.  





Driving Under the Influence:


On 07/30/16 at 1 a.m., Chief Crace responded to a call of an intoxicated female that had driven in and out of the reporting party's driveway multiple times and had hit their shrubs.  Upon making contact with the woman, Chief Crace observed an overwhelming odor of alcoholic beverage and urine coming from the vehicle.  The woman's speech was very slurred and often incomprehendable.  As the woman was helped from her vehicle, she became increasingly uncooperative.  The woman fell to her knees and officers had to help her to the rear of her vehicle.  The woman refused a preliminary breath test and officers attempted to place her into the back of a squad car.  The woman became very uncooperative and resisted; she kicked at a squad and got her shoe stuck between the tire and wheel well.  She also actively resisting officers that were attempting to place her inside the squad.  The woman was ultimately lodged at the St. Louis County Jail for 3rd degree test refusal and 4th degree DWI.  





Animal Disturbances:


During the week of 07/24/16 - 07/30/16, officers responded to four dog disturbances.  In two instances, dogs had been left in vehicles.  The other two reports were of dogs running at large.  





Traffic:


On 07/27/16 at 2:44 p.m., Sgt. Marsolek performed a traffic stop on a vehicle for going around road closed barricades on Stebner Road.  An 18-year-old in the vehicle was cited for possession of marijuana and paraphernalia.  The 18-year-old driver was cited for driving around the barricades.  





Just before 11 p.m. on 07/27/16, Officer Pernu performed a traffic stop on a vehicle on Haines Road.  Upon making contact with the 21-year-old female driver, Officer Pernu could smell the odor of marijuana coming from the vehicle.  The woman was cited for possession of marijuana and paraphernalia.  She was warned for expired tabs.  





During the week of 07/24/16 - 07/30/16, Hermantown officers performed 66 traffic stops.  Drivers were cited for 26 traffic offenses and warned for 59 offenses.  12 of these stops were during Toward Zero Death special traffic enforcement shifts.
