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The following are selected police related incidents that the Hermantown Police Department has responded to this week.





Disturbance:


On the evening of 07/31/16, officers responded to a Hanson Road residence after receiving the report of a disturbance in which a 35-year-old man assaulted his 33-year-old female cousin.  The man was not at the residence upon officers' arrival; he was located shortly before 4 a.m. by Proctor officers.  He was lodged at the St. Louis County Jail for assault with a dangerous weapon, assault by strangulation, and domestic assault.





On 08/04/16 at approximately 5:30 p.m., Officer Jones and Sgt. Marsolek responded to Walmart after a 38-year-old female reported that another woman was throwing items at the reporting party's daughter.  Once officers were on scene, the reporting party advised that the woman in the checkout line behind them had been standing too close to her 15-year-old daughter and she told the woman to back off.  She stated the woman got angry and threw some bread on the belt, which then hit her daughter, who was not injured.  The 52-year-old woman that had been in line behind the reporting party stated that after she put a divider onto the belt, the other woman began yelling at her to back off and give them space.  She admitted to yelling back at the woman, but denied touching the woman or her daughter.  She stated she didn't see the bread strike anyone and never had any intent to hit anyone.  





On 08/05/16, a 29-year-old male reported that he had been threatened by the 51-year-old father of his half-sister.  He stated that the man had demanded money from him and threatened to kill him.  He was advised to seek a harassment order or order for protection immediately.   





Animal Disturbance:


On 08/01/16, a woman reported that she has been walking her dogs in the area of Terrace Circle the previous week when a Great Dane being walked by a woman attacked and injured her dog.  She stated that she later saw the same dog being walked by a man, but he refused to give his name to her.  The reporting party stated she is fearful for the children in the area, as the dog is large.  





Just before 1 p.m. on 08/06/16, an Arrowhead Road resident reported that her dog had been running in the front yard.  When she went out to let the dog inside, she noticed a vehicle parked close.  She said that the door was open and a female appeared to be calling the dog into the vehicle.  The vehicle left quickly after the dog's owner came outside.  





On 08/06/16, a woman reported that she had been bitten by a pitbull outside of a Miller Trunk Highway gas station.  The 63-year-old woman was bringing cardboard to the dumpsters when two dogs ran up to her.  She stated that the pitbull jumped on her, knocking her to the ground.  She said that the dog scratched her and bit her in the mouth.  





Accidents:


On 08/02/16 at approximately 10 p.m., Officers Pfeiffer and Williams were advised of a hit and run accident that occurred near Arrowhead Road and Miller Trunk Highway.  The 36-year-old reporting party stated she was driving westbound when a vehicle pulled out of a gas station and hit her, then left the area.  The suspect vehicle was located in the Deerfield townhome complex.  The 29-year-old driver stated he was making a left turn to exit the gas station when another westbound vehicle crashed into the right front of his truck.  He said that made the turn onto Miller Trunk Highway and then into the BP parking lot, coming back out onto Menard Drive.  He said he thought the other vehicle left.  The man was cited for failure to yield right of way; he was cited for hit and run, as he was adamant he stopped in an attempt to find the other vehicle and the witness could not see if he had stopped or continued.  





At approximately noon on 08/03/16, Officer Williams responded to a personal injury accident on Miller Trunk Highway at Loberg Avenue.  A 19-year-old male had crashed into the back of the vehicle in front of him; the 79-year-old female passenger in the other vehicle was transported to the hospital with neck and back pain.  The young man was issued a citation for inattentive driving.    





Public Assist:


On the morning of 08/02/16, Walmart reported that they've had a homeless male staying at the store for about 30 days.  The manager stated that after an incident the previous night in which the 46-year-old man was bathing in the store bathroom, they decided to trespass him.  Officers notified the male of the trespass notice and he was very understanding.  He was given information for Dultuh Chum and advised to call if he is in trouble or needs help.  





Theft / Burglary / Shoplifting:


On 08/02/16 at 8:53 a.m., Officers Williams and Perich were advised of a male in Walmart that was selecting items of clothing and putting them on before leaving the store.  It was discovered that the 29-year-old male had just been released from jail.  He had attempted to take a t-shirt, shoes, work gloves, a soda, and beef jerky valued at $41.18.  He was issued a citation for theft.  





On 08/02/16 at approximately 4 p.m., Officer Pfeiffer and assisting officers were advised of a female shoplifter.  The woman fled the store, running down Loberg Avenue.  The 36-year-old woman was located and brought back to the store and her 29-year-old boyfriend was located in the parking lot.  The woman was issued a citation for theft and trespassed from Walmart property; the value of the merchandise taken was $170.03. The man was issued a citation for possession of marijuana and paraphernalia.  At 5:15 p.m., Officer Pfeiffer was in the Walmart parking lot finishing paperwork on the shoplifting when he was advised by loss prevention that the woman was back in the store selecting items of clothing.   Officer Pfeiffer observed that the woman was wearing different clothing than she was during the earlier shoplifting.  Due to the fast that the woman was trespassed from Walmart and was already back with obvious intentions of committing another theft, she was taking into custody for trespassing and lodged at the St. Louis County Jail.  While at the jail, officers removed her clothing and advised that she was wearing three pairs of pants and two shirts.  





On 08/03/16, Menards reported that they would like to pursue charges against a former employee for the issuance of a dishonored check.  Officer Williams was advised that in May, the woman wrote a check to pay off the balance of her employee account, $76.56.  The cashier took the check and payment was accepted.  Menards was notified over a month later that the check had bounced.  Employees attempted many times to get in contact with the 26-year-old female and had no success.  





Shortly after 9 p.m. on 08/05/16, the property manager for the Bel Air trailer court reported that a home they own on Alpine Drive was broken into.  She stated that the dishwasher had been left on, causing damage.  She also stated that the former resident had property that was left in the home and it was now missing.  
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
