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The following are selected police related incidents that the Hermantown Police Department has responded to this week.





Disturbance:


At approximately 1:30 p.m. on 08/07/16, the owner of a local restaurant took a call from a 29-year-old man where the caller threatened to go to the business and assault an employee.  The man and his 61-year-old father then showed up at the business.  The man was upset over items that had been stolen during a burglary at his residence in Duluth.  He believed that the employee of the business has his property or knew where it was.  Officers were able to calm the man down, advising him that this isn't the way to handle the situation.  He was trespassed from the business and left.  





Shortly before 1 a.m. on 08/09/16, Sgt. Esterbrooks and Officer Williams were advised of Sundance Loop residents slamming their doors for about 20 minutes.  Officers made contact with the 34-year-old female resident, who stated she was sleeping but her kids were up.  The woman and her kids were advised that it was late on a Monday night and to keep the noise level down.  





On 08/09/16 at 3:50 p.m., Officers Enright and Pfeiffer responded to Woodridge Drive for the report of a disturbance.  Staff members at the home stated that a 40-year-old man had become upset and threw a bottle and a cup of coffee at staff.  The staff member was not injured.  The man was later issued a citation for disorderly conduct.





Just before 11 p.m. on 08/09/16, Officer Williams was advised of a violation of a harassment order.  A 35-year-old woman stated that the 36-year-old father of her child called and texted her that night in violation of the order.  Reports were sent to the prosecuting attorney's officer requesting charges of stalking and violation of a harassment order.  





On 08/09/16 at 11:15 p.m., officers were advised of a noise complaint at a local motel.  Officers made contact with the 22-year-old female and 25-year-old male occupants of the room, who stated they had not been arguing and didn't know what the noise complaint would have been about.  In plain view in the room was a needle and a heroin rock.  Additional heroin and paraphernalia were located in the room.  Both parties were lodged at the St. Louis County Jail for possession of heroin, possession of needles, and for active warrants.  





At approximately 2 a.m. on 08/12/16, a 23-year-old woman reported that her 28-year-old boyfriend was intoxicated, throwing things, and punching walls.  Upon officers' arrival, they located the man on his back deck playing loud music, with beer cans and empty bottles all around.  While in the area, officers from several agencies located damage to nearby businesses and vehicles.  An investigation revealed that the man had caused the damage during the night.  Reports have been sent to the prosecuting attorney for charges of damage to property, driving with a cancelled license, hit and run, and reckless driving.  





On the afternoon of 08/11/16, a cab driver stated he had gone to a Haines Road residence to pick up a fare.  He stated that when he told the fare he needed to get going, the man pushed the driver's door and punched him in the shoulder.  The 50-year-old suspect told officers he called for a cab and when it arrived, the driver was being demanding and rushing him and the 29-year-old female with him.  The man said the driver opened the cab door to hit him, so he pushed the door back and accidentally hit the driver with an open palm.  The driver did not wish to pursue charges.  





On 08/13/16, shortly before 9 p.m., officers received a call of firecrackers being set off on Arrowhead Road.  Officers made contact with the homeowner, who stated he had some left over from the 4th of July.  He was advised of the complaint and agreed to stop.  





Driving While Intoxicated:


On 08/07/16, just before 1 a.m., Officer Williams performed a traffic stop on a vehicle on Miller Trunk Highway in the area of Lavaque Road.  Upon approaching the vehicle, Officer Williams could smell the odor of marijuana and an alcoholic beverage.  The 23-year-old female driver stated she had left a party in Grand Rapids and was on her way to her boyfriend's house in east Duluth.  She agreed to perform field sobriety testing, including a preliminary breath test that resulted in a reading of .152% blood alcohol content.  The woman was lodged at the St. Louis County Jail for 4th degree DWI and .08 or more.  She was warned for an improper turn.  The marijuana residue and pipe located in her vehicle were confiscated for destruction.





On 08/13/16, shortly after 2:30 a.m., a local business reported that an intoxicated female was in the drive-thru and her passenger was drinking out of a bottle of alcohol.  Officer Jones and assisting officers responded and made contact with the 23-year-old woman.  She performed field sobriety testing and her preliminary breath test resulted in a reading of .179% blood alcohol content.  The woman was lodged at the St. Louis County Jail for driving under the influence, .08 or more, open bottle, and driving after suspension.  





Accidents:  


During the week of 08/07/16 to 08/13/16, Hermantown officers took reports of 11 accidents.  Two of these were reported as being personal injury accidents.  Two were hit and run accidents.





Miscellaneous:


On the afternoon of 08/13/16, a 38-year-old Hermantown woman reported that her ex-husband had not brought the children for her parenting time.  She stated that he had moved the children out of state without court permission and had been driving them to town for her parenting time every other weekend.  The report was forwarded to the prosecuting attorney for possible charges of depriving parental rights.





Traffic:


During the week of 08/07/16 to 08/13/16, Hermantown officers warned drivers for 57 offenses.  Drivers were cited for an additional 29 offenses.





Theft / Burglary / Shoplifting:


At 5:39 a.m. on 08/07/16, officers from several agencies were advised of an armed robbery at a Haines Road gas station.  The clerk stated that a male had entered the store and pulled out a handgun, telling her to give him money.  This incident is under investigation. 





On 08/07/16, Officer Jones was advised of a burglary of a storage unit.  This incident is under investigation. 





On the morning of 08/09/16, officers received the report of a theft at a residential construction site.  Phone wire and a heat pump for a whirlpool were taken.  
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
