	Commercial Development Design Standards

	A. Landscaping strips around building and sidewalks connecting parking areas will be required. Landscaped buffer areas with a minimum width of 10 ft. will be required where property abuts existing development.

	B. Landscaped buffer areas and drainage swails will be required along side lot lines. Coordinated drainage improvements and retention system serving more than one property will be encouraged.

	C. Frontage roads will be required where multiple curb cuts and access drives would otherwise be proposed. Frontage roads will be curb and gutter streets built to City standards.

	D. All new development will be subject to minimum 25 ft. front yard landscaped area where free standing signs will be permitted, and some parking may also be permitted.

	E. All storm water systems shall be designed for the 100 year storm event.

	F. Sufficient areas not subject to damage of landscape features will be available for storage of snow. Storage areas may not restrict roadway access sight lines or sight distances.

	G. Development plans will specify landscaping details including but not limited to type, number, and location of plants, shrubs, and trees. The developer shall provide an estimate of cost for landscaping features.

	H. Building fronts cannot be all metal or sheet steel, and sketches of the side fronting on a public street must be provided.



	Notice to Applicants

	Establishing or expanding any permitted use in a C-Commercial M-1 or M-2 Manufacturing District, requires an approved City of Hermantown Commercial-Industrial Development Permit.

	

	The term "development" includes the terms "use" and ''structure" and vice versa.

	The Hermantown Planning Commission may:
1.	Approve or deny the application.
2.	Require additional information.
3.	Require additional actions by the developer.
4.	Require performance bonds and/or letters of credit.
5.	Charge the applicant for City's review costs.

	The Applicant must:
1.	Forfeit fees and review costs if the application is withdrawn.
2.	Appeal a Planning Commission permit denial to the Hermantown City Council within 10 days.
3.	Obtain a Building Permit once a Commercial-Industrial Development Permit is approved.
